			•  This is important and needed personal time with God. It is not a formula or just an activity to do; it is a one-to-one experience with him (Psalm 16:11). Life is about your relationship with Jesus (John 17:3). This time is not an obligation; it is an invitation to relate to Jesus, not to rigidly follow or complete a guide.

			•  God loves you and desires time with you (Psalm 27:8). Take this time with him seriously. Don’t just go through the motions. Listen to God and enjoy this personal time with him. Relax, put other things aside, and let God love you and bless you.

			•  Remember that God takes great pleasure in you as his child (Zeph. 3:17, Eph. 1:5).

			•  Think about who Jesus is (Heb. 3:1, Col. 1:15-23).

			•  Come before Jesus by faith in him not by your feelings, goodness, or performance (Heb. 11:6).

			Lamentations 3:22-23. Because of the Lord’s faithful love we do not perish, for his mercies never end. They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness!

			Psalm 118:24. This is the day the Lord has made; let’s rejoice and be glad in it.
