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			A Daily Guide for Your

			Personal Time With God™

			•  This is important and needed personal time with God. It is not a formula or just an activity to do; it is a one-to-one experience with him (Psalm 16:11). Life is about your relationship with Jesus (John 17:3). This time is not an obligation; it is an invitation to relate to Jesus, not to rigidly follow or complete a guide.

			•  God loves you and desires time with you (Psalm 27:8). Take this time with him seriously. Don’t just go through the motions. Listen to God and enjoy this personal time with him. Relax, put other things aside, and let God love you and bless you.

			•  Remember that God, your creator and heavenly Father, takes great pleasure in you as his child (Zeph. 3:17).

			•  Expect temptations, distractions, and attacks; you are in a constant spiritual war for the control of what you think, say, and do. Satan is out to defeat you by influencing you to sin and distracting you from focusing on Jesus and following his way. The battle is in your mind; you win or lose by what you choose to think about or let control you (Rom. 8:5-6).

			Be sober-minded, be alert. Your adversary the devil is prowling around like a roaring lion, looking for anyone he can devour. Resist him, firm in the faith [moment by moment belief in and dependence on Jesus] (1 Pet. 5:8-9a).

			•  Think about who Jesus is (Heb. 3:1, Heb. 1:1-3, Col. 1:15-23, Jn. 1:1-5).

			•  Come before Jesus by faith in him—trusting in who he is and what he has done for you—not by your feelings, goodness, or performance (Heb. 11:6, Eph. 3:12). Continue by the strength that he gives  (Phil. 4:13).

			Lamentations 3:22-23. Because of the Lord’s faithful love we do not perish, for his mercies never end. They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness!

			Psalm 118:24. This is the day the Lord has made; let’s rejoice and be glad in it.

			Psalm 46:10a. Stop fighting [cease striving], and know that I am God!

			Thank you for forgiving me and cleansing me; freeing me from guilt; and restoring me to a right relationship with you and the true path of peace, joy, and fullfillment. Thank you that, by faith in you and the power of your Spirit within me, I can follow your way.”
